The Rally is the official kick-off New York City's 2009 Pride Week. Once again The Rally will be held in Bryant Park in the heart of 
Manhattan.  It begins at 2:00 PM and concludes at 6:00 PM. As usual, the event features a combination of fabulous entertainers and 
thought-provoking speakers.  This year the Rally is being held on Saturday instead of its usual Sunday start to Pride Week in NYC. 
 

In 1969, only one month after the Stonewall Riots about 500 people gathered for a "Gay Power" demonstration. This event, the first 
New York City Pride Rally, took place in Washington Square Park and was followed by a candlelight vigil in Sheridan Square. In the 
four decades since, the Rally has known several different "homes," finally settling in Bryant Park in 1997.  

Bryant Park, one of the city’s most beautiful green spaces, deteriorated through the 1960's and '70's. It flourishes today, thanks to the 
work of the Bryant Park Restoration Corporation, hosting not only our fantastic Rally but also jazz festivals, evening movies and 
lunchtime concerts. Heritage of Pride is pleased to be one of many events taking place in the Park.
